QUILT ENTRY RULES: 
 1.   The completed Registration Form must be received NO LATER THAN SEPTEMBER 4th  by Country Fare Quilter’s Guild.  No entry will be accepted after this 
        date without consent of the Registration Coordinator.  Please enter early, as the number of entries accepted is limited to space available.  You will be 
       notified by email when your entry is received. 
 2.   Entries are limited to 6 entries per person.  THERE IS NO ENTRY FEE.  Quilts entered in previous Country Fare Quilters Guild shows are not eligible to enter again. 
 3.   All entries must be CLEAN, FREE OF SMOKE, ODOR, & PET HAIR. 
 4.   All entries must be constructed of fabric, and quilted, with the exception of Small Wool Items, Category 16. 
 5.   All quilts must have a fabric identification label sewn securely to the back of the quilt or the Exhibitor’s name written on the quilt to ensure the quilt 
        will be returned to the correct individual.  A quilt hanging sleeve is not required.   
 6.   The Quilt Show Committee reserves the right to make the final decision if a quilt does not meet entry rules and requirements. 
 7.   Entries must be DELIVERED to the Claremore Community Center, 2301 N. Sioux Ave., Claremore, OK on WEDNESDAY, OCT. 16th,  between 3:00 and 6:00 pm. 
 8.   YOU WILL BE GIVEN A PICK-UP TICKET FOR EACH ENTRY AND YOU MUST HAVE THIS PICK-UP TICKET IN ORDER TO PICK UP ENTRIES.   
 9.   ALL ENTRIES MUST BE PICKED UP by the Exhibitor or a designated person on SATURDAY, OCT. 19th,  between 5:00 and 5:30 pm.  
10.  Country Fare Quilters Guild will not be responsible for any quilts not picked up.

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ENTRY CATEGORY DESCRIPTIONS 
 

1. MACHINE PIECED BED QUILT, PROFESSIONALLY QUILTED:  Professionally quilted is long armed quilted by any person or 
business who has quilted for a fee.  (No applique, only pieced.  Longer than 72” per side). 

 
2. MACHINE PIECED BED QUILT, NON-PROFESSIONALLY QUILTED:  Long arm quilted. 

 
3. MACHINE PIECED BED QUILT, DOMESTIC MACHINE QUILTED:  Free motion quilting on your sewing machine.  No digital 

quilting. 
 

4. HAND QUILTED BED QUILT:  Hand quilted, machine or hand pieced. 
 

5. HAND APPLIQUÉD QUILT, MACHINE QUILTED:  Appliquéd by hand. 
 

6. MACHINE APPLIQUÉD QUILT, MACHINE QUILTED:  Appliquéd and quilted by machine. 
 

7. MIXED TECHNIQUES QUILT - 2 OR MORE TECHNIQUES USED:  Two or more techniques, excluding the quilting.   
For example; pieced and appliquéd. 

 
8. SPECIALTY QUILT - ART, EMBELLISHED, EMBROIDERY, ETC.:  Any quilt with beads, painting, thread art, collage. 

 
9. LAP QUILTS - NO SIDE LONGER THAN 72”:  No side longer than 72”. 

 
10. BABY/JUVENILE QUILT:  Quilt made for a baby or child. 

 
11. LARGE WALL HANGING - NO SIDE LONGER THAN 60”:  Quilt made to hang on the wall.  No side longer than 60”.   

 
12. SMALL WALL HANGING - NO SIDE LONGER THAN 40”:  Quilt made to hang on the wall.  No side longer than 40”.   

 
13. MINIATURE QUILT - REDUCED IN SCALE, NO SIDE LONGER THAN 24”:  Scaled down quilt pattern from a full-sized quilt 

pattern.  For example:  the log cabin quilt pattern.  No side longer than 24”. 
 

14. GROUP QUILT - MADE BY 3 OR MORE PEOPLE EXCLUDING QUILTING:  Bed quilt made by three or more individuals, 
excluding quilting.   

 
15. OTHER QUILTED ITEM - BAGS, PILLOWS, TABLE RUNNER, ETC.:  Bags, clothing, placemats, pillows, etc. 

 
16. SMALL WOOL ITEMS – NO SIDE LONGER THAN 30”:  Small wool items; wall hangings, table mats, etc.  No side longer than 

30”. 
 

17. JUNIOR QUILT - MADE BY ANYONE 16 YEARS OR UNDER:  Quilt made by anyone 16 years old or younger.   
 

18. PANEL QUILT – ONE SOLID PANEL AND/OR CAN BE CUT UP:  One solid panel; can be cut up to create desired effect.   
 

19. FIRST QUILT AND FIRST TIME IT IS ENTERED IN OUR QUILT SHOW:  For the “new quilter”.  First quilt and first time entered 
in our quilt show.  

 
20. NON-JUDGED QUILTS:  These quilts are not judged.  They are hung and on display along with the other entries. 
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
